The World Equestrian Games will see over sixty countries compete across the eight FEI disciplines
for World Champion titles. This year sees para-equestrian dressage compete for the first time
alongside the other disciplines of jumping, dressage, eventing, endurance, vaulting, reining and
driving. The Games are held every four years and occur two years before an Olympic and
Paralympic Games; this is the first time in their history that the Games have been held outside
Europe.

The first World Equestrian Games was held in Stockholm in 1990 and saw competitors from six
disciplines (jumping, dressage, eventing, driving, endurance and vaulting) compete for the title of
World Champion. Since then a further four Games have been held: The Hague, Netherlands (1994);
Rome (1998), after a late cancellation from Ireland; Jerez de la Frontera, Spain (2002), which saw
reining compete alongside the original six disciplines, and Aachen (2006).

Reining is a sport designed to show the athletic
ability of a western type of horse in a show arena.

In reining, competitors are required to run one of
several approved patterns; each pattern includes
small slow circles, large fast circles, flying lead
changes, roll backs, 360 degree spins, back ups
and exciting sliding stops that are the hallmark of
the reining horse.

The Format

Saturday 25th and Sunday 26th September:
Team Competition

Each horse and rider p
in front of 5 judges at different positions in the
arena, the International Federation specifies the
pattern (no. 6 for this competition). Each rider has
a starting score of 70 and the individual
manoeuvres are scored in ¥ point increments
from a low of i 1 % to a high of +1 ¥z with a score
of 0 denoting a manoeuvre that is correct with no
degree of difficulty. All four riders contest the team
event, with the best three scores counting to
decide the team medals.

The best 15 riders in the team competition qualify
automatically for the individual final.

Tuesday 28th September:

Second Qualifying Competition

This competition is open to riders placed 16 i 35
in the team competition. The competition is the
same as the team competition in terms of format
and scoring but a different pattern is used (pattern
5).

The riders compete in reverse order from their
standing in the team competition and the top 5
qualify for the individual final.

Thursday 30th September:

Individual Final Competition

Twenty riders compete (15 from the team
competition and 5 from the second qualifying
competition), in reverse order from the result of
the two qualifying competitions. Again, all riders
complete a set pattern; this time pattern 10 is
used. The winner is the combination with the
highest score.

Reining Movements

*Stops from a lope (canter) to a stop position by
bringing the hind legs under the horse, lock into
position and slide on the hind feet. The front feet
should maintain ground contact, forward motion,
and cadence.

*Spins are a series of 360 degree turns executed
around the pivot (inside) hind leg. The
hindquarters should maintain their position whilst

cadencc?g propulsion.

*Rollbacks are 180 degree reversals of forward
motion i the horse stopping correctly from a
canter and in one fluid motion executing a 180
degree turn and departing at a canter.

*Circles are large fast and small slow with the
horse maintaining form and willingness to be
guided. There must be a clearly defined difference
in size and speed, and the circles on one side
should be mirrored by those on the other side as
to size and speed.

*Lead changes are the act of changing the
leading leg of the horse when changing direction.
There should be no change of pace or speed, and
must be performed in exact geographical position
of the arena, as specified in the pattern, and in the
same stride.

*Back up requires the horse to be moved
backwards in a straight line, a minimum of 10 feet
(3 metres).

Endurance Riding is a competition to test the
competitoroés ability
and fitness of the horse over an endurance
course in a competition against the track, the
distance, the climate, the terrain and the clock.

Diligent application of skill together with a caring,
knowledgeable attitude by the rider is vital to be
successful. The competition is against the clock
over a distance of 160km with five stops for vets
to check the horsesbéd
competitor who finishes in the shortest time and
passes the final vet inspection wins. Horses can
be of any breeding but must be at least 8 years
old.

The Format

Saturday 25th September: Endurance
competition & Team and Individual

The endurance competition medals, for both
teams and individuals, are decided in one race
over 160km (100 miles) where all the competitors
start together.

At each gate there is a minimum amount of time
the horse is held for, ranging from 30-50 minutes.
The clock is still running when a horse arrives at
the vet check and runs until the horse is
prepegteddo the yet; thisgisypart of ihexchallengg
of the competition as riders can gain quite a few
places if they present quickly.

At each gate, the horse must be declared fit to
continue by passing a set of veterinary criteria
which include physical soundness; a number of
metabolic tests, such as gut sounds; and
achieving a heart rate of 64 beats per minute or
less within 20 minutes of arrival.

At the end of the competition there is a vet
inspection where the horse must pass all the set
criteria and achieve a heart rate of 64 beats per
minute or less within 30 minutes to be declared as
completing the race.

The individual winner is the rider and horse who
finish the race first and pass the final vet
inspection.

The team title is awarded to the team with the
best combined times from the fastest three riders,
who also must each have passed the final vet
inspection.

Five
judges, at different positions in the arena, mark
the movements independently, with each
movement receiving a mark out of 10 that is then
converted to a percentage score.

All horses and riders in the competition perform
the same test; the winning team is the one having
the highest total points for their best 3 riders.

Grand Prix Speeial @ dndividual Gompetitiory o
The top placed 30 riders from the team test
compete in the Grand Prix Special, this can
include all 4 members of a team. Each horse and
rider complete the same test of predetermined
movements; this is a different test to the team
competition. The winner is the combination
gaining the highest percentage 1 there is no
adding of percentages from previous rounds, all
competitors start from zero.

Friday 1st October:

Grand Prix Freestyle (or Kir)

The top 15 placed combinations (a maximum of 3
per nation) from the Grand Prix Special contest
the Freestyle or Kir; a maximum of three riders
per country may participate. Riders design their
own movements set to a musical accompaniment,
although there are certain movements which must
be executed. They are marked on the execution
of the movements and the artistic performance of
the test and the winner is the combination
achieving the highest percentage with the all
riders starting this round with zero.

The sport developed as a
military exercise, with the three phases
designed to reflect the training needed for
horses in the army.

October: Dressage

Each rider executes a predetermined test of
movements within a 60m x 20m arena, designed to
test harmony between horse and rider. Three
judges mark the test from different positions in the
arena, giving each movement a mark out of 10;
their scores are combined to give the rider a
percentage mark which is then converted to
penalty points by subtracting from 100 and

Saturday 2 "™ October: Cross -Country

The speed, endurance, boldness and partnership
of horse and rider is tested over a number of solid
obstacles across natural terrain. The course is
between 6.3km i 6.9km in length and includes a
maximum of 45 jumping efforts. The course will
have an optimum time calculated by the horse
completing at an average speed of 570m/minute.
Penalties are incurred for a refusal or run-out at a
jump (20 penalties for the first, 40 for the second,
elimination for a third) and for exceeding the
optimum time 7 these are accrued at 0.4 per
second. Falls of horse or rider on the course result
in elimination.

Sunday 3™ October: Jumping

Horse and rider combinations complete the
jumping phase in reverse order of penalties after
the dressage and cross-country. The course is a
maximum of 600m in length, with up to 16 jumping
efforts and a maximum height of 1.25m. Penalties
are incurred for knocking down an obstacle (4
pens) or refusing / running out at an obstacle (4
pens). A second refusal or fall of horse or rider will
result in elimination. The winner of the individual
competition is the rider with the fewest penalties
combined across the three phases. The winner of
the team combination is the team with the lowest
total of penalty points, from adding together the
final scores of the three highest placed riders in
that team.

The main characteristics of jumping are speed, agility and accuracy of both the rider and the horse. It
takes place in an arena and riders jump up to 14 obstacles in each round of the competition in a specific
order; in the first round the time taken to complete the course is used to calculate the score and in later
rounds there is a specific time limit to complete the course. The maximum height of obstacles is 1.6m

and penalties, called 6faultsdé, are incurred fo
refusing to jump an obstacle.
